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RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
GENERAL 
 

1 “The tournament will be run in strict accordance with the ITF Rules of Tennis, the Rules of the LTA and the LTA Tournament 
Regulations, including the LTA Code of Conduct (as each may be amended from time to time).“ – (see appendix) 

 
2 Every competitor in a singles event of an LTA Official Tournament must have British Tennis Membership. 

   
3 Any player may be required to submit to a doping control test, which may be carried out at any time with no notice given.  

 
4 Failure to submit to the test will be treated as if a positive result has been obtained. (As per LTA Doping Statement ).- (see appendix) 

 
5 Players may NOT enter two tournaments, which run over the same period and must be available for the entire duration of the event.  

 
 

ENTRIES 
 

6 Players may enter: two singles, one boys or girls  doubles and one mixed event. 
 

 
7 The committee reserves the right to refuse any entr y and to limit the size of events in certain Rating categories in the interests of 

keeping the tournament to a manageable size. A ‘B’ event may be run if entries are oversubscribed. An entry containing a note to 
restricted availability may not be accepted. 

 
8 Entries must be on the official form and must reach the Entries Secretary by the closing date, together with the correct entry fees.  

First Match times will be available on the Tournament Website. www.tennissolutions.co.uk by Monday 24th May 2010. 
 
 

THE DRAW 
 

9 Where an event is oversubscribed the highest rated player will be accepted first. Players of the same rating will be selected on their 
ranking as of the closing date. Players of equal rating and ranking will be selected according to date of application.  

 
10 All Withdrawals are subject to LTA Regulations.  No entry fees will be refunded after the Tournament closing date. 

 
11 The draw for the Tournament will be published on the first day of the commencement of each event. 

 
 
THE TOURNAMENT 

 
12 Players should sign in on arrival at the tournament and must present if asked their current LTA membership card when reporting for 

play. Players should not leave the ground without permission of the Referee. 
 

13 Only recognised tennis clothing and tennis shoes may be worn on court and any advertising must comply with LTA Tournament 
Regulations. 

 
14 ITF approved tennis balls will be used. 

 
15 No complaint relating to the tournament will be considered, unless made in writing and lodged with the Organiser of the tournament 

within 48 hours of the cause of the complaint. 
 

16 After the first day, the daily schedule of play will be available by 9pm, via www.tennissolutions.co.uk on the dedicated tournament 
page. 

 
17 Please note that all timings may be subject to change, but players should always be available at the specified time. 

 
18 Photographs may be taken during the event and used on the Club or LTA website or for the purposes of publicising the Tournament. 

If you do not want photographs taken please mark this clearly on your entry form. (As per LTA Media Statement .) – (see appendix) 
 

19 Matches will start at 9am and continue into the evening. We may alter times of play during the tournament if we feel this is needed to 
complete the tournament on time. 

 
20 Unless stated we assume consent from parents and entrants to allow BTM Record updates and consent regarding the LTA’s

ii. Doping Statement: “I consent to him/her participating in doping cont rol procedures if selected, undertaken by a doping 
control officer appointed by UK Sport.”  

 
iii. Disciplinary Statement: “I acknowledge and agree that I am subject to the Rules and Regulations of the LTA (including, 

without limitation, the LTA’s Tournament Regulation s, Anti-Doping Programme, Disciplinary and Dispute Resolution 
Procedures and the Regulations Concerning Match Fix ing, Financial Speculation and Betting) and hereby fully and 
unconditionally submit to the jurisdiction and auth ority of the LTA.”
